It is unbelievable to think that we are completing our first half term, but there is so much learning to get through be-

fore the holidays! We have been continuing our work on growth mindsets and the children are beginning to develop 

a ôcan doõ attitude towards their learning. We have been teaching them an important word ð YET. Just   because 

children canõt do something now it doesnõt mean they wonõt be able to do it in the future - they just canõt do it YET. 

In order to ensure that we are encouraging effort and persistence we are thinking very carefully about our praise, 

feedback and marking. Rather than simply praising success we are working on praising effort and persistence. We 

believe the best thing to do is to teach children to love challenges, be intrigued by mistakes, enjoy effort, and keep 

on learning. We know that we will have been successful when our children recognise that effort, persistence and 

good learning habits are what will help them to improve. If children have fixed mindsets they find it hard to cope with 

failure: we teach our children to see mistakes and failure as positive.  

Think of some brilliant people ð now think about their route to becoming brilliant. Did this happen overnight or be-

cause they worked really, really hard at it?  

We hope to continue to create a culture of aspiration, determination and resilience. Boost motivation and achieve-

ment = SUCCESS

ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY 

Packed Lunch  

If you are providing your child with a packed lunch please think Healthy.  

Here are some tips for preparing a healthier lunchbox.  

A healthier lunchbox should:  

¶ be based on starchy carbohydrates (bread, potatoes, rice, pasta)  

¶ include fresh fruit and vegetables/salad  

¶ include a source of protein such as beans and  pulses, eggs, fish, meat, 

cheese (or dairy alternative)  

¶ include a side dish such as a low -fat and lower -sugar yoghurt (or dairy alternative), tea cake, fruit 

bread, plain rice/corn cakes, homemade plain popcorn, sugar -free jelly  

¶ include a drink such as water, skimmed or semi -skimmed milk, sugar -free or no -added -sugar drinks  

Please do not provide your child with fizzy drinks, crisps or chocolate. For more information on healthy

MATHEMATIC LEADER 

This half term has seen some fantastic maths learning going on. 

The children have been focusing on developing their reasoning 

and problem solving using The White Rose Maths Hub scheme. 

They have all hugely enjoyed the open ended activities and  

investigations they have been working on in class to develop 

these areas.   

 KS1 BUG CLUB 

ENGLISH LEADER 
In English we are following the Power of Reading and have been reading 

some wonderful childrenõs literature to help children to develop their 

reading, writing and spoken language skills. We have also started using 

bug club for guided reading. This is supporting children to apply their 

phonics skills to reading and develop their comprehension skills in a fun 

and    enjoyable way. We would like our children to be immersed in books 

and develop a love for reading. Each class will be creating a themed 

book corner in the coming weeks ð look out for pictures in the next news-

letter!  

LEARNING CHALLENGE 

At Dormers Wells Infant School we ensure that as one of the main 3 core  

subjects, that    Science lessons are fully incorporated into our school         

curriculum. We aim to make Science a fun, cross -curricular subject. Dormers 

Wells children will understand that Science is all around them. It is our vision 

to make sure that the future scientists, doctors, nurses and those children 

who want to work in the medical profession, can start their learning starts 

right here ð at Dormers Wells. Our Science lessons are investigative; our     

children learn to discover the answers for themselves. They learn to record 

their findings in various ways.  

SCIENCE  LEADER 

At Dormers Wells Infant School we are using The Learning Challenge       

Curriculum. The Learning Challenge Curriculum is built around deep     

thinking and encourages pupils to learn using a question as a starting 

point. Pupils understand basic subject - specific vocabulary relating to     

human and physical geography and begin to use geographical skills,    

including first -hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness.  

Pupils should develop an awareness of the past, using common words and 

phrases relating to the passing of time. They should understand some of the 

ways in which we find out about the past and identify different ways in 

which it is represented.  



Mind Up essentially teaches the children to  develop      

emotional resilience by teaching them mindful               

techniques  to  manage their emotions and by  learning how 

their brains work by exploring Neuroscience. In Mind Up 

classes, and throughout the day,  the children  practice 

these  mindful calming techniques called Brain Breaks which 

enable them to  learn how to  calm their minds. Our vision is 

to provide children with the skills to be  resilient and mindful 

of others and  the values to be  positive members of the 

community.  

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

       

           At Dormers Wells Infant School we believe that computing is an essential 

part of the curriculum. Computing is an integral part of   modern day life 

and therefore provides a wealth of learning opportunities, explicitly  

within computing and also across other curriculum subjects. We aim for 

our children to confidently and independently use and apply             

information technology skills to support and extend their learning. Our 

goal is to develop a culture where the use of ICT (information, commu-

nication and technology) becomes second nature to our pupils, thus 

ensuring they are ready and able to embrace the technological         

           advances of  the future and the digital world in which we live.   

At Dormers Wells Infant School we aim to provide a  

high -quality  physical education curriculum that  inspires all of 

our pupils  to succeed  and  excel  in physically demanding    

activities. We want to provide  opportunities  for our pupils to 

become  physically literate  and  confident  in a way which    

supports their  health and fitness  as they move towards making 

their own choices as young people. In addition we aim to   

provide opportunities for children to compete in sport and   

other activities in order to  build character  and help to         

     embed  values  such as  team work,  fairness and  respect.
